To mark the ten-year anniversary of the World Trade Center attacks, and to raise money to
support and train New York’s essential emergency personnel, a group of 19 musicians
released a full cover of the Mink Car album. Mink Car Cover raised over $1,300 in pre-
orders prior to the album’s release on August 23, 2011.

Among the artists who recorded tracks for the album are rapper MC Frontalot of the
documentary “Nerdcore Rising,” Hank Green of Vlogbrothers and DFTBA Records, and
Alaskan singer-songwriter Marian Call. The album’s cover art was created by Ryan North of
Dinosaur Comics.

All proceeds from Mink Car Cover will go to the FDNY Foundation, the official not-for-profit
foundation of the Fire Department of New York, established to provide resources for the
professional development, education, and training of members of the FDNY.

The musicians recording tracks for the album are Hank Green, Driftless Pony Club, Shael
Riley and the Double Ice Backfire, Devo Spice, MC Frontalot, Tom Milsom, Marian Call, Beefy
and Mustin, Molly Lewis, brentalfloss, Mike Lombardo, Nuclear Bubble Wrap, Aivi Tran, The
Doubleclicks, Jonathan Mann, R_Garcia, and Hello, the Future! with aloum art by Ryan
North.
